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Early Literacy Skills

Early literacy is what children know about reading and writing before they can actually read or write. Every Child Ready to Read, a national early literacy initiative, has identified six skills that every child needs in order to become ready to read. 

Print Motivation is a child's interest in and enjoyment of books. Children who enjoy reading will be curious about how to read and will want to read more.

Phonological Awareness is the ability to hear and play with the smaller sounds in words, including the concepts of rhythm and rhyme. Being able to differentiate the sounds that make up words will help children sound out words when they begin to read

Vocabulary is knowing the names of things, both tangible and intangible (feelings, emotions). Children need to know the meaning of words in order to understand what they are reading and to be able to sound out words when they read. 

Print Awareness is understanding the role of print in our culture; knowing how to handle a book; knowing how we follow the words on a page. When children feel comfortable with books, they can concentrate on reading. 

Letter Knowledge is knowing that letters are different from each other and have different names and sounds; this skill begins with the concepts of “same and different” and basic shapes. 

Narrative skill is the ability to describe things and events and tell stories, which helps a child understand the meaning of what he or she is reading. Good narrative skills lead to good reading comprehension.


Many books support more than one of the six literacy skills. Please talk to the story time leader after the program other suggested titles.
