Dialogic Reading


To build vocabulary and narrative skills





Part I: Tips to Build Vocabulary


Ask “what” questions


Follow answers with another question


Repeat what your child says


Add a little more information


Give answer and child repeats


Praise and encourage your child


Follow your child’s interests
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Part II: Tips to Build Sentence Skills


Ask “open-ended” questions:


What’s going on here? 


Tell me what you see on this page.


Follow answers with another question: 


What else do you see? 


I wonder how . . . 


How do you think that happened?


What do you think?


What do you think will happen next?


How is it made?


What do you think he is feeling? 


I wonder what would happen if . . . 


Expand what your child says


Add another piece of information


Help your child repeat your longer phrases


Relate to child’s experience


When have you done that?


How do you think that character feels? When have you felt that way?


Tell me about a time when . . .

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Narrative Skills


Ability to describe things and events, 


to tell and retell stories





What You Do/ What You Might See





You and Your Preschooler





When I talk with my child, I allow time for my child to talk back. This may be from five to twelve seconds. 





I encourage my child to tell stories by using props such as pictures, flannel board figures, stuffed animals, or puppets. 





I encourage my child to join in reading the book by saying repeated phrases. 





I encourage my child to act out stories.





I read factual books with my child and listen to what my child knows about the subject.





I keep my child’s interest in books longer by having her participate and talk about the pictures and the story. 





When I read books with my child, I don’t worry if I can’t finish the book. I know that listening to what my child is saying about the pictures or the story is helping to develop narrative skills.





When I read books with my child, I ask open-ended questions which cannot be answered with a yes or no and wait for a response.





SometimesI use dialogic reading (see other side for tips) when sharing books with my child. 





I visit the library with my child.
