What You Do/ What You Might See





You and Your Preschooler


I encourage my child to turn the pages in a book.





From time to time, I point to the text or words on the pages of a book as I say the words. This helps my child understand that the written word represents what I am reading. 





When I read books with my child, I point to the words in the title and in repeated phrases as I read them. 





Sometimes I start with a book upside down or backwards. I talk about starting the book at the front. 





I talk about the names of the author and illustrator and point out those words. 





Even though my child cannot read, I encourage her to “pretend read” books to me. 





When we are out walking, driving or shopping,  we read signs together.  





I let my child see me writing a note or a list and then tell my child what it says.





I encourage my child to write—lists, letters, signs, stories, even if I cannot read what he writes. I ask my child to tell me what he is writing.





I talk about print with my child—recipes, instructions, mail, etc.
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
