Storytime Descriptions

San Antonio (TX) Public Library

 We use the terms Baby Time, Toddler Time, Story Time Bilingual Story Time, Discovery Time and Family Fun for our regularly scheduled early childhood programs -- but -- we have standard definitions of these programs that speak to their value for young children.  Here is what we say:

 

Baby Time:  Babies experience the sounds and structure of language through rhythm, rhyme and repetition.  Plan on a fifteen-minute program with time for baby and caregiver socializing afterwards.  Recommended for babies up to 18 months.

Toddler Time:  Toddlers actively participate in stories, music and movement enhancing their social, emotional and language development.  Recommended for children 18 to 36 months.

Story Time:  Preschoolers enjoy stories and songs that develop early literacy skills and foster curiosity.  Recommended for three to five year olds.

Bilingual Story Time:  Preschoolers enjoy stories and songs in English and Spanish that develop early literacy skills in both languages.  Recommended for three to five year olds.

Discovery Time:  Children develop awareness of science and math concepts through stories and hands-on experiences.  Recommended for four to six year olds.

Family Fun:  Children and their grownups listen to stories and enjoy simple, shared activities.   A time for families to have fun together.  All ages welcome.
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
